The candidate must be a member of the varsity basketball program and be nominated by his/her
coach. The coach must be an active member of both the state and local coaches association and
be in good standing with both organizations.

Factors such as financial need, scholastic achievement, leadership qualities, self-reliance, and
athletic participation shall be considered. Special attention will be given to candidates that plan
on majoring in education.

The scholarship shall be for one (1) year and will be used for direct educational expenses only.
Two $250 scholarships will be awarded for the boys and two $250 scholarships will be awarded
for the girls.

Winners of this scholarship shall notify the Director of the District 14 Coaches Association of the
name of the institution in which they have enrolled. A check will be made out to the person
receiving the scholarship when the Director of District 14 has received official notice that the
winner has enrolled in the school of choice.

The method of selecting winners will be totally up to the jurisdiction of the scholarship committee
of the District 14 Coaches Association.

Winners will be announced at the annual District 14 All-Star game held in the spring of the year.
